Project Summary Statement:

FY04 MCP C-17 Flight Simulator, Hickam AFB, Oahu, Hawaii

In 2005, the first of eight C-17 Globemaster air transporters will arrive and be home-based at Hickam AFB, Hawaii.  The C-17’s primary mission includes the rapid delivery of troops and all types of cargo including the new Army Stryker Brigade to be stationed at Schofield Barracks, Oahu, Hawaii, to forward bases, and humanitarian missions around the Pacific.   The C-17 Flight Simulator Facility is the first of several new facilities being designed as part of a master plan to support the new mission at Hickam AFB.  The Facility will accommodate the instruction and training of C-17 pilots and loadmasters, and maintenance of the simulators or Weapons Systems Trainers.
