The Missouri National Recreational River Resource and Education Center demonstrates the power of partnering and teamwork on a project with a large, diverse team that was able to overcome complex funding, construction phasing, and team size obstacles to produce facilities that have positive regional impact on recreation, education, and the economy.  The project has become a catalyst for the State of Nebraska to re-establish the park’s significance in the region.  The quality of the architectural aesthetic, functional design, and use of unique construction materials and technology created a facility that is very user friendly and friendly to its natural surroundings.  The building’s image evokes a strong memorable connection to the park, and the interpretive display messages build positive attitudes towards the environment and the Missouri River.
