Myrtilla Miner Elementary School is a new, two-story, 85,000 sf, building on a compact, 2 acre, urban site. Completed as an adaptive re-use of a prototype school, this building provides a state-of-the-art educational environment for Pre-Kindergarten through 6th grade students. It includes classrooms, computer labs, extended learning areas and administrative offices. All assembly spaces have been designed for both school and community use.

The site design allowed the existing school to remain in use during construction and turned this process into an educational opportunity. Each site element is strategically located to maximize student safety and site efficiency.

The architectural design integrates into the urban context while standing out as a significant piece of public architecture. The interior is filled with natural light and bright colors creating a playful, welcoming atmosphere. It has taken user satisfaction to a new level and become a source of pride for the District of Columbia Public Schools.
